Information sessions on the diaconate - Starting January 9

required to attend only one of the Information Sessions that will be held
throughout the diocese; spouses are also invited and encouraged to
attend. Men should be at least 30 years of age and not older than 55 at the
time of application. The sessions are designed to provide information
about the required documentation, application process and the educational
requirements. Discussions will outline formal class studies, the three
stages of formation, spiritual development, knowledge of the Catholic faith,
leadership, service, establishing priorities, marriage and family life. The
Application for Admission to Formation will be made available at the
sessions.
